Though she birthed seven, as a mother, grandmother and great-grandmother she also was a

healer to many. Millie’s enthusiastic care for community ensured you never left as a stranger. She
instilled that same quality in all of us.

Milsainte Vil-Pierre departed this world on January 13, 2026 at 78 years old, ending a life well
lived.
